Review/approval of April 11, 2022 meeting minutes – Motion to accept made by Mr. Petrucci, seconded by Mr. Rudge, all in attendance approved.  
General Public Comments:  None
Reports of Officers
Chairman – No report at this time

Vice Chairman – Not in attendance, no report at this time

Secretary – No report at this time.

Treasurer – In Mr. Perovich’s absence, Stephanie Wedge reviewed the Treasurer’s Report for April 2022.  For the month of April, PTARC’s Nextier’s General Account showed Deposits (Credits) of $ 31,747.00 and Checks (Debits) of ($12,673.93), for an ending balance of $ 109,669.75.  Nextier’s Money Market account had an ending balance of 
$ 51,580.67.   Net profit for January - April 30, 2022 was $ 34,072.55.  Mr. Petrucci asked how this compared to 2021, Mrs. Bires no longer provides that comparison on the Treasurer’s Report, but will provide to Mr. Petrucci.
A motion to accept PTARC financials was made by Mrs. Picklo, seconded by Mr. Petrucci, all in attendance approved.  A motion to approve Bills to be paid was made by Dr. Capoccioni, seconded by Mr. Rudge, all in attendance approved.
Director’s Report, Mrs. Bires reported:

1) (Old business) – Mrs. Bires presented Opst & Associates, LLC multi-year proposal for auditing PTARC’s financials.

2021 Audit was proposed $ 4,000 

2022 Audit was proposed $ 4,100  (2.5% increase)
2023 Audit was proposed $ 4,250  (3.7% increase)
Mrs. Bires received a one-year proposal from Maher Deusel for $ 5,000 and has not received a response from other companies that she contacted.  A motion was made by Mrs. Perez to accept Opst & Associates, LLC proposal, seconded by Dr. Harris, all in attendance approved.  This pricing replaces the motion made in April.  Mrs. Bires will draft a letter accepting Opst & Associates, LLC proposal, to be signed by Mr. Harrison.
2) 2022 Program Status – Mrs. Bires reported classes that had a start date in April 2022:  58 classes, 749 registrants.  Outside programs start in May and June and look good (i.e. Sandlot baseball, T-ball, tennis, etc).  Mr. Rudge asked about Senior classes, Mrs. Bires explained that they start in May and will be included in next month’s report.  
3) Summer Playground Program Update– Mrs. Bires provided a list of 13 students that are candidates for the program.  Dr. Capiccioni commented that he was familiar with all but 2 of the students and that they were excellent candidates for employment.  Next steps:  Mrs. Bires continues to look for two more candidates, and expects to assign to individual parks later in May.  Neither Mr. Petrucci or Mrs. Bires were aware of what Trafford’s Recreation Board approved for an hourly rate, Mrs. Bires will follow up with Leslie.  Mrs. Perez will share resumes left over from the Public Works job postings.
4) Spring Aquatics Program – Mrs. Bires highlighted changes made to the Winter program and provided a report of Spring Classes: 152 registrants (out of a possible 155), PTARC expects $ 8,495 in revenue, with ~ $ 2,000 expenses.

Reports of Community and School Representatives
Penn Trafford School District – Only 14 days of school left, parade is the 25th, graduation is the 26th, last day of school is the 27th.  Prom was last Friday with 500 attendees (despite the weather); lots of good things happening in sports – girls Softball, boys Tennis, boys Lacrosse, boys Baseball, boys Volleyball are all in the playoffs; various kids placed in Track & Field championship; Grant Hershberger and Cadie Yacamelli were named Westmoreland County Scholar Athletes and Carter Green was named WPIAL Scholar athlete.
Penn Township – PTAA baseball is underway, # registrants is between 550 – 600, which is the same as 2021.
Trafford Borough – All 5 Rec Board positions are now full.  The Easter Egg hunt was very successful.

Manor – Mr. Lapia not in attendance, nothing to report.
Penn – Nothing to report.  
Heritage Trail – Extremely busy, and Mr. Rudge commented that Monroeville has a grant to connect Valley Park to Heritage Trail.
DCNR update – Supancic Excavating was approved to complete the Electrical work for the PTMP phase 3 project at a cost of $ 99,675.    
Friends of PTARC – Fundraiser will be a 5K run at Bushy Run, on Saturday, July 23rd at 8:30 am.  Trying to reach Excela Health for sponsorship.  
Motion to adjourn the meeting at 3:35 was made by Mrs. Perez, seconded by Dr. Capoccioni, all in attendance approved.
